	I would like to notify you that as a result of an archive query conducted by the employees of the Museum of Polish Children - Victims of Totalitarianism, the burial places of 77 children of Polish nationality – prisoners of the German concentration camp for Polish children in Łódź murdered during the years 1943-1944 – have been establishedlocated. 	From among the above-mentioned burials, two graves are still intact: the grave of Jerzy Rutkowski - 9 years old (the only intact grave that has been identified until recently) and the grave of Zygmunt Olejniczak - 12 years old (found on the 3rd of November this year by museum employees). The locations of the other graves of children from the camp on Przemysłowa Street are now occupied by other people’s graves.
