I would like to notify you that as a result of an archive query conducted by employees of the Museum of Polish Children - Victims of Totalitarianism, the burial place of Zygmunt Olejniczak – who was born on the 14th of April 1932 and died on the 29th of August 1944 and was a prisoner of the German concentration camp for Polish children in Łódź – has been established. The boy was buried in the St. Wojciech Roman Catholic Cemetery in Łódź (ul. Kurczaki 81/85) - quarter 25, line 10, grave 6. 
The prisoner’s data was confirmed in the List of deaths reported by the camp authorities/Polen-Jugendverwahrlager der Sicherheitspolizei in Litzannstadt/ (AlPN Ld 503/106, 1.12, pp. 122-125), elaborated on the basisbased on of the documents from the District Commission in Łódź to Investigate the Nazi Crimes (/registers of deaths fromof the Internal Affairs Office of the National Council Board in Łódź), the Voivodeship State Archives in Katowice, the State Archive in Łódź and the collection of Józef Witkowski.
