






Regulations for submitting applications for Honorary Patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945):

The Honorary Patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) may be extended to projects the aims and subject matter of which are closely related to the tasks and activities of the Museum. For this purpose, the Applicant should justify the relationship of the planned project to the Museum’s area of activity.
The Patronage of the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) is a distinction of honour, emphasising the special nature of a project and does not imply a declaration by the Museum of its financial support or the personal participation of the Museum Director in the organization thereof.
The Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945)  provides honorary patronage to projects implemented by legal persons, natural persons conducting business activity, organizational units without legal personality, hereinafter referred to as the Applicants.
The Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) does not extend its patronage to the activities of any Applicant but only to specific projects, events or undertakings.
The Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945), the Museum extends its patronage to non-commercial activities with the proviso that it does so in the case of projects of particular importance or where the income or part thereof is to be used for charitable purposes. 
An application to extend honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) should be sent at least 14 days before the project date to:

An application sent after the aforementioned deadline shall not be considered.
The specimen of the application referred to in item 6 is attached to these Regulations and is available as a form on the Museum’s website.
In the case of applications submitted in a form other than those specified in these Regulations or incomplete applications, the Promotion Department shall request formal deficiencies be corrected within 3 days. If the organizer fails to correct formal deficiencies within the specified period from the date of request delivery, the application shall be left unprocessed.
The decision on whether to extend honorary patronage to a project by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) is taken personally by the Museum Director, following an opinion from the Promotion Department. The decision of the Museum Director is final, does not require justification and is not subject to appeal.
In justified cases, the Museum Director may decide to withdraw the honorary patronage previously granted. The decision is final and there is no appeal procedure against the same.
The Applicant is notified about the withdrawal of honorary patronage by the Museum Promotion Department. Withdrawal of patronage obliges the Applicant to immediately remove any and all information about the honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) and to remove the Museum’s logo from any and all information and promotional materials.
An Applicant that has received a positive decision from the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) on granting honorary patronage is obliged to place information about the honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) on all information/promotional materials (brand book of the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) download below).
The Applicant is also required to put the logo of the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) on their website, if they have one, with a link to the website www.muzeumdziecipolskich.pl  
Upon obtaining the honorary patronage, the Applicant is obliged to send the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) copies of any and all information/promotional materials on which information on the honorary patronage or logo of the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) has been placed.
The Applicant of a project covered by honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) is obliged, immediately after obtaining them, to send them to the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) any and all press information concerning the implemented project, together with documentation of the progress thereof (photographs, videos, written and photographic reports).
The Applicant of a project covered by honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) is obliged to allow the Museum representative to document the project in the form of video and photographs, in particular to allow the Museum representative access to events related to the project.
In the case of a decision to refuse to grant honorary patronage by the Museum of Polish Children – Victims of Totalitarianism. A Nazi German Concentration Camp for Polish Children in Łódź (1942-1945) the Applicant shall be notified by the Museum Promotion Department. 		
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
